Sammy the School Cat 
We were all very sad to learn that Sammy, the school cat died during the weekend.  
Sammy was adopted as a kitten by some of our senior children in 2004 and has 
been an important member of our school since then.  When I was living in the 
school house Sammy would turn up every morning at 7:30 and escort me over to 
school, just to make sure that my first task was to feed and give him a pat.  He 
kept the vermin at bay and would hunt all over the district, often bringing rabbits 
back to eat at the school, much to the children’s despair.  Even though he has 
been away from school in “retirement” for a while we will all miss him.  Thank you 
Debbie and Tara for making his last few months comfortable. 

The School Bus 
Last week we had a visit from Constable Watson, the school community officer to give some training to the Bus 
Monitors and discuss with the children who travel on the bus safe behaviour. However, it seems that some of 
our older boys haven’t understood what is expected of them, and are not showing much respect towards the 
Bus monitors, and are making their job difficult and unpleasant.  

We expect our children who travel on the bus to sit down, talk quietly and keep their bags out of the centre aisle 
of the bus. Travelling on the bus is a privilege, not a right, and our only option, if a child refuses to co-operate, is 
to stop them using it.  I’m asking parents of children who travel on the bus to talk with them about our 
expectations and encourage them to be responsible. 

“Being responsible is doing the right thing when no one is looking”. 

Seesaw 
“Seesaw” is the application that the teachers and children use to show parents what they are learning.  It is a 
powerful tool which allows parents to see examples of their child’s work and comments from the teacher.  At the 
end of last term the teachers sent out full reports for each child, on Seesaw. I encourage you to look at your 
child’s work and talk with them about what they have done.  If you have any questions please ring us and make 
an appointment to talk with your child’s teacher.
